Responding to an updated report by the Higher Education Policy Institute (HEPI) on students' academic experience, NUS President Wes Streeting said:

"It is important to remember that the vast majority of students rate the quality of their teaching and learning experience as 'good or excellent', and most consider the number of contact hours they receive to be sufficient*. 

"However, there is no room for complacency. We support HEPI's recommendation that universities should provide more information to potential students about the type of teaching they can expect from their course."
