NUS responds to London Met strike vote

Responding to news that members of the University and College Union (UCU) at London Metropolitan University (LMU) have voted in favour of strike action and "action short of a strike" in order to save jobs, NUS President Wes Streeting said:

“The unique catastrophe at London Met is the result of mis-management, and cannot be blamed on the wider financial crisis. Bosses at London Met have failed their staff and students, and have jeopardised one of the best widening participation records in higher education.

"Lecturers and students are right to be furious at the shockingly inept management that has placed them in this position. We call on HEFCE and the Government to intervene in order to help solve London Met's financial problems, and to protect its staff and students."
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
