SMALL GRANTS SCHEME 2007-8
A free-standing small grants scheme has been established for B.Ed. subject groups (in whole or in part, and in any year group) or other interest groups (e.g. student unions, student clubs or societies) to facilitate bids for funds to support joint activities relating to diversity and mutual understanding.  This, of course, is in addition to the regular DMU programme for each year group.  For example, a group may wish to make an exploratory multicultural visit to schools in England, or hold an overnight residential on developing strategies for dealing with controversial issues at a residential centre, or arrange a creative cross-community activity for themselves or a group of schoolchildren (as, for example, the Drama Society has done previously).  Such activities can be partly-funded from other sources, where appropriate. 

This new scheme has been devised in order to encourage initiatives and to broaden the relevant opportunities for students, and it is hoped that it will be well taken up.  Applicants are advised that there is only a limited amount of funding available and that they may need to find additional sources of support.  

Each proposal will be considered on its merits and on the extent to which it fulfils the following basic criteria:

a. that it will result in cross-community contact which will be purposeful and require a genuinely collaborative effort to achieve its aims;

b. that activities should be designed to support personal/professional development in Personal Development & Mutual Understanding/Local & Global Citizenship;

c. that the programme should, where possible, be sustainable over time;

d. that the activity should involve new contacts or be a development of existing contacts;

e. that the participants are as far as possible mixed on a cross-community basis within the ratio 60:40/40:60.
