Constitutional Amendments

Under 19.1 of the Constitution, any amendment to the Constitution shall be submitted in writing by member Students’ Unions to NUS-USI NI Steering Committee by 2pm Friday 13th March 2009. There is no restriction on the number of constitutional amendments that can be submitted.

This does not apply to Motions, which can be submitted 2 weeks after this date.

Motions 

Written notice of such motions should be forwarded to Steering Committee, via the Regional Office before 2.00 p.m. on Friday 27 March.  A member Students’ Union can submit up to 10 motions, under separate policy headings, which have been approved by the governing body of the Students’ Union and signed by an Executive Officer.  Each motion should be under 1,000 words in length.  

Amendments to Motions

Written notice of amendments to motions, signed by an Executive Officer of the Students’ Union, must arrive at the offices of NUS-USI before 2.00 p.m. on 9 April 2009.

Plenary and Workshop topics

Suggestions for discussion and workshop topics at the conference should be forwarded to the NUS-USI before 26 March at 2.00 p.m.

Questions to the Northern Ireland Executive Committee

Written questions should be tabled before 2.00 p.m. on 9th April.
