What is the NUS ‘Funding Our Future’ campaign?

This summer graduates will be leaving higher education with on average £22,000 worth of debt. Many are struggling to find work to pay off that debt.  
Politicians and policy makers state graduates should contribute to the cost of higher education. NUS believes that if this is the case then Graduates should not be saddled with high levels of individual debt. Graduates who do contribute should do so progressively, according to their financial benefit from education.

This is why the NUS ‘Funding Our Future’ campaign aims to ensure that university fees are scrapped and replaced with a more progressive system, and that against all costs the fee level should not be allowed to rise.

This autumn, NUS is taking its campaign and its messages to 10 towns/cities across the UK – to ensure that people know that there is an alternative to the current fee regime, and that through campaigning together we can demand a change to a fairer system. 
What are ‘Funding Our Future’ Local Campus Organisers?

If we are to win a fairer system we must have a strong local and grassroots base for our campaign.  To assist with this we are looking to recruit campaign organisers on campuses in the 10 towns/cities we are visiting.  

These organisers will work effectively with local students’ unions to engage students and members of their local community with the NUS ‘Funding Our Future’ campaign.

The main focus of the organisers will be to identify potential activists and to recruit them to local ‘Funding Our Future’ campaign groups.  They will work with NUS Regional Organisers and local elected student officers to ensure the success of ‘Funding Our Future’ activities in local areas.

Eventually we hope to recruit grassroots organisers in every town and city in England, but for the next 6 months – we are focusing on the cities above.

What is the commitment?

These organiser posts are voluntary, and so in many ways that is up to you.  We are ideally looking for someone who can spare 2-3 hours a week.  Your role would be to engage and talk to students, and encourage them to take part in campaign actions and activities in your local area.  Working with NUS Regional Organisers and your local students’ unions you would provide enthusiastic activists with activities to do to build support for the ‘Funding Our Future’ campaign.
What will I have to do?

Speak to students, encourage them to join ‘Funding Our Future’ campaign groups.  Get students involved in activities out and about in the local community such as delivering leaflets, staffing a street stall and running campaign stunts in the local area.  Also importantly, through these activities you will be responsible for building momentum for the moment when the ‘NUS Town Takeover’ – our ‘roadshow’ activity comes to you.
What is in it for me?

This opportunity will provide you with a unique experience to work on a national campaign on your campus locally to benefit scores of future students to come.  As well as developing organising and campaign experience, you will get to work with members of your local students’ unions and get support from your local NUS Regional Organiser.  
You will be provided with relevant activist development and organising skills training before the start of term (w/c 31st August) as well as playing a key leadership role in organising this campaign at a grassroots level.
What support would I get?

You will be supported from NUS centrally through campaigning resources, ideas, and information.  Through the NUS Regional Organisers you will be able to get advice, information, and mentoring to ensure that you can deliver your role locally.  We are also aiming to recruit around 4 organisers per town/city so that you will have a team of people to work with.

You will also be able to get support from your local students’ union – from both the student officers and staff.
